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REPORT ON THE

16TH UGANDA INTERNATIONAL TRADE FAIR (UGITF) 2008
MONDAY 6TH TO MONDAY 13TH OCTOBER, 2008
The 16th Uganda International Trade Fair (UGITF) 2008 Uganda’s Premier annual exhibition took place from Monday 6th to Monday 13th October, 2008 at UMA show Grounds, Lugogo.  UGITF 2008 whose Theme was “Linking Production to ProspectiveMarkets Through Value Addition ” lived to its billing, by attracting more exhibitors and business visitors from within and outside the East African region. UGITF 2008 has outdone the past trade fairs in terms of utilization of the open area stalls and the bookings in the main exhibition hall I and II plus other small buildings.

The fair was officially opened on Friday 10th October, 2008 by His Excellency Yoweri Kaguta Museveni the President of the Republic of Uganda,  after viewing the exhibits on display.

Participants
UGITF 2008 attracted 873 exhibitors from 33 countries.  There were four national Pavilions put up by the Republic of South Africa, Kenya, Tanzania, Britain, Russia and Syria.  Several other exhibitors came from United Arab Emirates (UAE), Kuwait, Egypt, Pakistan , Iran, Indonesia , Hong Kong , Japan, Ghana, Nigeria , China, Taiwan, Thailand, Jordan , Austria, Germany, Zimbabwe, Yemen, India, Cameroon, Rwanda, Sudan,  Lebanon and Uganda.There were manufacturers’ representatives for products from Italy, (PIRELI),Saudi Arabia, and New Zealand. 

Attendance
UGITF 2008 received more exhibitors compared to UGITF 2007.  There were 873 exhibitors compared to the 817 of UGITF 2007 (an increase of 6.8%).Foreign exhibitors numbered 364 compared to the 315 of UGITF 2007 and the local exhibitors were 509 compared to 505 of UGITF 2007 (an increase of 0.8%).

Stand Assessment / Judging
The criteria for judging of exhibition pavilions and stands was made known to all exhibitors before the opening of the fair.  The judges were briefed by Management on the need to be impartial and to follow the written guidelines for stands judgment which had been agreed upon by the Association.  Stands/ Pavilions judgment was conducted on Monday 6th  October, 2008 by a team of five judges.
